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Professional category: comparing the public and private sector
After finding all the differences between the two sectors and seeing how they operate in some of the most major areas, you should have a clear picture of the two sectors. The last exercise focuses more on you, and what you think of the two sectors with the knowledge you gained in the previous exercises.
Despite having all those differences, the two sectors constitute the labour market each one in its own terms. Now that you know all the facts about their composition, it is time to look at what you think and feel about each sector. The exercise is simple in execution but requires critical thinking and in-depth analysis of your mindset.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Take two pieces of paper and write “Public sector” on one and “Private sector” on the other. Draw a line in the middle of each paper and now write “pros” and “cons” in each side respectively. Looking at all the cards from the previous exercise, how many arguments in favor and how many arguments against could you write for each sector?
When you are done take a few minutes to read them all together; do you feel content with what you ended up with or do you think there are more reasons as to why one is better/worse than the other?
A good point to have in mind during this exercise is that there is no catholic answer as to which one is the better of the two. It always depends on what you personally want and value more; for example if you value stability you could lean more towards the public sector whereas if you find personal growth to be more important maybe the private sector is closer to what you are looking for. Also, keep in mind that your hierarchy of needs and values may change over time and what you come up with now may not be applicable in the future. Try seeing yourself in 10 years from now; this could possibly help you decide which sector suits you better.
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
